« Keep your pictures simple.
Move close enough to your
subject so it fills the viewfinder
but not closer than 4 ft

(2.2 m).

Take pictures at the subject’s
level. Kneel down to take
pictures of children and pets.
Hold your camera vertically to
capture tall, narrow subjects,
such as waterfall, skyscraper,
or a single person.

« Add interest to your picture by
framing it with a tree branch, a
window, or even the rails of a
fence.

« Keep the sun behind you. This
provides the best subject
illumination.

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Unloading the Film

The film will not advance when
you reach the end of the roll.
You must rewind the film
before you open the film door
or you will ruin the film.

1. Slide the FILM-REWIND
BUTTON @ in until it latches
and remains
in the locked
position to
start the
motorized
film rewind.

Wait until the motor stops
before you open the film
door.

2. Open the FILM DOOR @ and
remove the film.

Using Mid-Roll Rewind

If you don’t want to take pictures
on the entire roll of film, you can
rewind the film manually by
following steps 1 and 2 (see
Unloading the Film ).

NOTE: You cannot reload partially
exposed film into this camera for
continuous picture-taking.
