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Step 1:  
Plug equipment into “Always On” outlets.

These outlets are for devices that need continuous power, such as:

Plug equipment into “Remote Switched” outlets.

These outlets are controlled by the remote switch and are for devices 
that do not need constant power or go into standby mode, such as:

•	 DVD players	 •	 Stereo systems
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Step 3:  
Plug Conserve power cord into the wall outlet.

Step 6:  
Firmly press and release the “|” button to turn ON 
the “Remote Switched” outlets.

When your equipment is off, firmly press and 
release the “O” button on the remote switch.

Devices plugged into the “Always On” 
outlets will remain powered.

Step 4:  
Remove the remote switch and wall-mount from 
the box.

When ready to use your equipment again, firmly 
press and release the “|” button on the remote 
switch to activate the power to the “Remote 
Switched” outlets.

Turn on and use your equipment as normal. 
Repeat Step 8 when done.
