1. Aseparate gas shut-off valve must be installed inthe gas line ahead ofthe unit, as required by
codes.

2. LIGHTING: Follow the instructionson page 4.

3. Atleast 24 inches must be provided at the front of for servicing.

4. When installing, never enclose the bottom area of the unit with a raised curb or other construction that
would obstructthe flow of air into the unit.

5. This unit may be operated with 0” (sides and back) minimum clearance to non-combustible construction
in areas that are non-combustible locations only.

6. Thisinstallation must conformto local codes, or in absence of local codes to the National Fuel Gas Code
ANSIZ223.1/NFFA 54, latest edition. In Canada it must conformto current Natural Gas Installation Code
CAN/CGA B 149.1 (natural gas) or CAN/CGA B 149.2 Propane Installation Code for Gas Burning
Appliances & Equipment,

7. The appliance and its individual shut-off valve must be disconnected from the gas supply piping system
during any pressure testing ofthat system attest pressuresin excess of ¥2 psi (3.45 kPa).

8. The appliance must be isolated from the gas supply piping system by closing its individual manual shut-
off valve during any pressure testing of the gas supply piping system at test pressures equal to or less
then 2 psi (3.45kPa).

9. This appliance mustbeinstalled undera ventilation hood.

10. Do not obstructthe flow of combustion and ventilation air.

11. The area around this and any othergas appliance mustalways be kept free and clear from combustibles.

B. UNPACKING INSTRUCTIONS:
Carefully unpack the open burner range and inspect immediately for shipping damages. Your open burner
range was shipped in a carton designed to give maximum protection in normal handling.

File any claims for shipping damage or
irregularities with the carrier.

Turn off all gas valves and main Shut-off valve and wait 5 minutes.

Turn the main gas valve to ON position and light standing pilots adjacent to each main burner. (FIG. A & B)
Repeatthe above step for all standing pilots. There should be slight yellow tip on the pilot flame. Make sure all
the pilots are lit. Pilot should be approximately ¥2”- %4” in height. Adjust as required by turning the pilot adjusting
screw located on the manifold pipe.

Turnthe main burner valve to the ON position.

To relight follow steps 1-4.

B.SHUTDOWNINSTRUCTIONS

For complete shutdown turn allthe main burner valves and main gas valve to OFF position.

3.MAINTENANCEINSTRUCTIONS

A.CLEANINGINSTRUCTIONS

Clean the unit regularly after use. Burner ports and burner rest should be thoroughly cleaned. Top grates are
easily removable.After cleaning rinse with clean water and dry with a dry cloth.

Heavy sputtering or spills may require cleaning with a mild oven cleaner.

Use mild soap ordetergentto clean chassis and stainless steel parts.

To service burners or pilots TURN OFF GAS SUPPLY and remove top grates.

B. MAINTENANCEINSTRUCTIONS

To provide proper operation and insure the safety of the user, this equipment must be maintained and serviced by a trained
maintenance person or an authorized service agency at regular intervals.

Burner ports must be thoroughly cleaned. Venturi must be free from grease and lint.

All places where oil, grease or food can accumulate must be kept clean all the time.

Pilot light must be kept clean and adjusted at the proper flame height to assure constant ignition and to prevent fire flash-
outs caused by delayedignition.
