UNPACKING
1. Remove the lawn mower from the carton by opening
the top flaps and lifting the unit out. Be careful of the
staples. Make certain all parts and literature have been
removed from the carton before the carton is discarded.

2. Check beneath the deck for any cardboard packaging.
Remove if present.

3. Stretch out control cables and place on the floor. Be
careful not to bend or kink the cables at any time during
assembly.

4. Refer to page two to identify the contents of the hard-
ware pack.

PREPARATION

The chute deflector on your mower is held in an upright
position by a “V” block for shipping purposes only. This “V”
block must be removed and discarded before the mower is

ATTACHING THE LOWER HANDLE (Hardware A)

The left leg of the lower handle is the leg which has a brack-
et attached. Attach the lower handle as follows. See figure
-2,

1. Place the cord restraint onto the lower handie as shown

in figure 3.

. Insert the right leg of the lower handle (leg without a

bracket attached) into the slot in right hand handle
bracket. Place the left leg inside of the left handle
bracket.

. Insert one shoulder bolt through the right handle and

handle bracket. Start hex nut on shoulder bolt (washer
on the hex nut goes against the handle bracket) before
pushing shoulder bolt all the way through the handle
and bracket.

. Secure the left leg of the lower handle to the left handle

bracket with the other shoulder bolt and hex nut. It may
be necessary to push down on the handle to align the
holes in the lower handle and handle bracket. Tighten
both nuts and bolts securely.

ATTACHING THE UPPER HANDLE (Hardware B)

1. With the cord restraint on top of the lower handle as

-«——— shown in figure 3, place the upper handle in position

over the lower handle. The motor/blade control must be
on the right side (chute side) of mower. Secure the
upper handle using curved head bolts and hand knobs.
The head of the bolts should be to the inside of the
handle. Tighten securely.

. Secure the control cord to the upper and lower handles

using the cable ties provided.

. Place the flip handle control in position on the left side

of upper handle. Secure with hex bolt, flat washer and
acorn nut.

FINAL ASSEMBLY (Hardware C)

1. Assemble the plastic knobs to the wheel height adjust-

ment levers by pressing on or tapping lightly with a soft

& hammer. See figure 4.

CONTROLS

Motor/Blade Control

WARNING: This control mechanism is a safe-
ty device. Never attempt to bypass ils opera-
tions.

The motor/blade control is located on the upper handle of
the mower. See figure 7. The motor/blade control handle
engages and disengages the motor and blade.

Flip-Over Handle Control

The flip-over handle allows you to reverse the mowing
direction without turning the mower around. Make certain
handle is locked in the desired operating positicn before
mowing. See figure 6.

To reverse mowing direction, pull the flip handiz control
lever up, swing the handle over and release the flp handle
control lever. The slide lock bracket will lock the nandle in

place.

CORD CONNECTION

WARNING: Use only UL approved outdoor
extension cord (minimum 16 gauge recom-

mended). Refer to chart on page 3.

Cord Restraint

Attach extension cord (not provided with unit) to the cord
restraint as follows. Form a small ioop in the extension cord.
Allow enough excess cord to make the connection to the
motor/blade control (approximately 20 inches). Slip the loop
through the slot on the bottom of the cord restraint, and up
over the tab, to prevent disconnection from the motor/blade
control during operation. Keep the cord restraint as close to
the motor/blade control as possible. See figure 7.

Connection to the Motor/Blade Control

To attach extension cord to the mower, swing open the
spring-loaded plug retainer located beneath the motor/blade
control. Connect the plug on the extension cord fully onto
the plug on the mower. The mower is equipped with a polar-
ized AC power plug (one blade of the plug is wider than the
other), which will fit into the plug on the extension cord only
one way. See figure 7, inset. If unable to make a full con-
nection, try reversing the plug on the extension cord. Should
the plugs still fail to fit, contact your service dealer for assis-
tance. Do not defeat the safety purpose of the polarized
plug.

Connection to the Electric Power Source

Plug the extension cord into any convenient 110-120 volt 60
cycle A.C. outlet or receptacle for your source of power.
This outlet may be located either out-of-doors or indoors. If
an inside receptacle is used, the extension cord can be
taken out either through the doorway or a window. To avoid
blowing fuses, pick an outlet that is not overloaded. Your
mower will operate satisfactorily on a circuit that is fused for
15 amperes. Do not use oversize fuses without consulting
your power company.

. Release the motor/blade contro! handle to stop the
engine and blade. (A high pitched noise will result,
which is the result of deceleration of the electric motor.
Sparking at the top of motor is also normal during
deceleration.)

WARNING: The blade continues to rotate for a
few seconds after the motor is shut off. If
motor does not come to an immediate stop

when the motor/blade control handle is
released, contact an authorized service center.

2. Disconnect the power source to prevent accidental
starting while equipment is unattended.

USING YOUR ROTARY MOWER

Be sure that lawn is clear of stones, sticks, wires, or other
objects which could damage lawn mower or engine. Such
objects could be accidentally thrown by the mower in any
direction and cause serious personal injury to the operator
and others.

To prevent electric shock, do not operate the mower in
damp or wet locations.

Never mow around the lawn in circles. Always travel back
and forth across the lawn, beginning at the point nearest the
electric outlet where cord is connected. See figure 9. Cut
grass moving away from the outlet so the cord lies in the cut
portion of the lawn, out of the way. Clippings should be dis-
charged on the cut portion of the lawn.

Do not allow extension cord to wrap
around trees, shrubs or other obstacles.
When picking up the extension cord, wind
the cord in a series of equal loops on
each side of your hand to prevent
snarling. See illustration at right.

To cut heavy grass, reduce walking speed to allow more
effective cut and distribution of the clippings. For best
results, cut off one-third or less of the total length of the
grass. The average lawn should be approximately 1-1/2 to 2
inches during the cool season, and over 2 inches during hot
months. For a healthier and better looking lawn, cut more
often and after moderate growth. The lawn should be cut in
the fall as long as there is growth.

WARNING: If you strike a foreign object, stop
the motor. Disconnect the power source, thor-
oughly inspect the mower for any damage,
and repair the damage before restarting and
operating the mower. Extensive vibration of
the mower during operation is an indication of

damage. The unit should be promptly inspect-
ed and repaired.

CUTTING HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT

WARNING: Do not at any time make any
adjustment to lawn mower without first stop-
ping motor and disconnecting the power
source.

A height adjustment lever at each wheel provides cutting
height adjustment. Each adjuster has nine height positions,
ranging from 1-1/2" to 3-3/8". Height of cut will be changed
when the lever is moved from one position to another.
Simply depress the lever towards wheel and move wheel
and lever assembly to desired position. See figure 10.

For rough or uneven lawns, move the wheels to a position
which will give a higher cutting height.

MAINTENANCE

WARNING: Always stop engine and discon-
nect the power source before cleaning, lubri-
cating or performing any repairs or mainte-
nance on lawn mower.

LUBRICATION

Chute Deflector—The torsion spring and pivot point should
be lubricated periodically with light oil to prevent any rust or
binding. Deflector must work freely.

‘Wheels-—Wheels require no lubrication. However, if the

wheels are removed for any reason, lubricate the surface of

. the axle and the inner surface of the wheel with light oil. A 4

oz. plastic bottle of light oil lubricant is available. Order part
number 737-0170. Engine oil may also be used.
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CUTTING BLADE

WARNING: Always protect hands by wearing
heavy gloves and/or wrapping cuttiny edges
with newspapers or other materials when per-
forming any blade maintenance. Be certain to

disconnect the power supply.

Remove the bolt and bell washer which hold the b ade and
adapter to the motor shaft. Remove the blade and adapter
from the shaft. If the blade or blade adapter need:; replac-
ing, remove the two small bolts, lock washers ¢nd nuts
which hold the blade to the adapter.

WARNING: Periodically inspect th: blade
adapter for cracks, especially if you strike a
foreign object. Replace when necessa'y.

When sharpening the blade, follow the original angle of
grind as a guide. It is extremely important that each cut-
ting edge receives an equal amount of grinding tc prevent
an unbalanced blade. An unbalanced blade will cause
excessive vibration when rotating at high speeds, may
cause damage to the mower and could break, cau:ing per-
sonal injury.

It is recommended that the blade always be remored from
the adapter for the best test of balance.

The blade can be tested by balancing it on a round shaft
screwdriver. Remove metal from the heavy side urtil it bal-
ances evenly.

Before reassembling the blade and the blade adapter to the
unit, lubricate the motor shaft and the inner surface of the
blade adapter with light oil. Lubricating the bolt hoizss, bolts
and inner surface of the nuts with light oil is alsc recom-
mended. A 4 oz. plastic bottle of light oil lubricant is avail-
able. Order part number 737-0170. Engine oil may also be
used.

When replacing the blade, be sure to install the blade with
the side of the blade marked “Bottom” (or with part number)
facing the ground when the mower is in the operat ng posi-
tion.

Blade Mounting Torque
All blade bolts: 450 in. Ibs. min., 600 in. Ibs. max.

To insure safe operation of your unit, all nuts and bolts must
be checked periodically for correct tightness.

DECK

Remove any buildup of grass and leaves on or around the
motor cover (do not use water). Wipe mower clean with a
dry cloth occasionally.

The underside of mower deck should be cleaned after each
use as grass clippings, leaves, dirt and other matter will
accumulate. This accumulation of grass clippings, etc., is
undesirable as it will promote rust and corrosion.

Disconnect the power source. Tilt the mower forward or on
its side and scrape clean with a suitable tool.

WARNING: To reduce the risk of electric
shock, do not expose to water.

STORAGE

1. Make certain motor/blade control switch is in OFF posi-
tion and power supply is disconnected.

2. Clean mower as instructed in previous section.

3. Wipe extension cord to remove any foreign substance
such as oil or stains. Replace extension cord if cut or
damaged in any way.

4. Wind cord as shown on page 7.

5. Store mower indoors, in a cool, dry place, out of reach
of children. Do not cover lawn mower with a solid plas-

tic sheet. Trapping moisture around the mower will pro-
mote rust and corrosion.
