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Chapter 1 Basic Operation

1. Turn On the TV and Your DVD Player

Press the STANDBY button on the player or the remote control, and “Read” appears

on the TV screen. If there isn't a disc in the DVD player, “ No disc” will be displayed on
the screen.

2.Place A Disc

Press the Open / Close button on the remote control or the front of the DVD player, and

Open appears on the screen. Then place a disc gently into the tray with the disc's label

facing up (double-sided discs have content on both sides, so you can place either side up),
