1. Connect one end of the AUX cable to the head-
phone (or line out) socket of your source device, and
then connect the other end to the AUX Port on the
lower left-hand corner of your HD radio.

3. Adjust the output volume level on both the source
device and on your HD radio itself to gain optimal
volume level.
